Be glad, even though it may be neces-
sary to be sad for a while*Peter 1:6

It was an odd week, last week. It
started with funerals for a couple of
matronly members of our congrega-
tion. | noticed a stunning similarity:
both women had reasons to be bitter
or full of self-pity (the death of a be-
loved husband, the loss of their own
health, etc.), but both chose to be
cheerful and loving instead.
